The Partnerships for Tomorrow Program II is a travel grant mechanism designed to contribute to the democratic and economic reform process in the countries of Central and Eastern Europe. The program is funded by the Canadian International Development Agency and administered by the Association of Universities and Colleges of Canada.


The program will cover the cost of international travel for Central and Eastern European travelers to Canada to participate in a conference.  All travelers are eligible for the cost of international economy airfare, a per diem that covers a portion of the cost of accommodations and meals, and local travel (inter-city travel only), to a maximum of $10,000 per project.
