Program chairs Wes Fisher and Charlotte Bingham have decided to extend the abstract submission deadline, due in part to the web's technical problems, but also because we are still receiving many expressions of interest. The original schedule did allow for an extension if warranted, and the revised schedule should still allow ample time for all of us to complete our tasks. The new schedule:
· 28 February:  abstract submission deadline. 

· On or before 14 March:  you have reviewed all abstracts and notified authors of their preliminary acceptance status (or rejection). Note:  Please make every effort to review abstracts as quickly as possible from now on. Authors of abstracts submitted through 31 January will have been notified via the auto confirm message that they will hear from you by 15 February, and I will be changing the date in the auto confirm to 14 March for abstracts submitted after 31 January. However, many people need official notice from you ASAP so that they can arrange for permission from their employers, apply for funding or visas, plan travel schedules, register, etc. Remember, too, that even if you think you have reviewed all abstracts submitted to your topic, you will need to check back periodically in case someone has moved a submission from his/her topic to yours. 
· About 17 March:  time to send reminders to the authors in your sessions who have not yet registered. You can see author registration status on the page where you input your reviews. I will update this data as registrations are received at HQ, and I will send a reminder template for you to use. 
· 22 March:  deadline for presenting author's registration. 

· 30 March:  you will need to drop presentations (from authors who have not registered) from your draft schedule, and send drop notices to the authors.  I will send a template of the drop notice for you to use. 
· On or before 7 April:  send the detailed final schedule of your sessions to Wes and Charlotte. 
· Shortly after 7 April: you will need to send final confirmations to authors in your sessions, providing details of the session (date, time, length of presentation), instructions for submitting full papers, etc. Charlotte and Wes will provide a template for you to use. 
Wes and Charlotte will be sending information on how to prepare the detailed schedules at a later date; in the meantime, please continue to review the abstracts online per the review instructions I sent to you 19 and 26 January. The new deadline and acceptance notice dates will be posted online late today or early Monday.
 

N.B. As a reminder to any of you who may need visas to enter the U.S.: best to start that process as soon as possible; we hear it is taking some time. You may want to drop a line about that into your preliminary acceptance notices to authors as well.
