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Responsibilities of the Committee

The Terms of Reference for the Committee are given as attachment 1 of the agenda papers (see attached). In general terms, the role of the Committee is to select award recipients for annual awards ceremonies for each conference.

Action Plan 2000-2001 

· Revise awards schedule (recommend new awards as appropriate)

· Revise/articulate criteria for each award

· Develop terms of reference for the Committee

· Improve timing of selection of award

· Increase the profile of awards within IAIA

· Select awards recipients for IAIA’01 Cartagena

Accomplishments to May 2001

The Awards Committee had a (very) successful year (2000-2001). Much was achieved. In addition to selecting award recipients for 2001 (the absolute minimum requirement of the Committee), the range of awards was examined, the criteria for each award was articulated and revised, a new award (the IAIA Global Environment Award) was introduced, Terms of Reference for the Committee were developed, the history was award winners was catalogued, and significant changes were made to Awards (as presented to the Board in the Dec 2000 Board meeting). The Memorandum of Agreement with the Rose-Hulman Institute which (allegedly) governed the Rose-Hulman award was formally terminated, and the special account for the Rose-Hulman was closed and funds transferred to the general IAIA account. Changes were made to the Rose-Hulman award to take account of the range of awards now in existence. It is fair to say that the operation of the Committee has been put on a firmer footing than ever before.

Suggestions for 2001

Remaining issues include the recognition associated with awards (value of the award), how to maximise publicity for IAIA through the Awards process, and most importantly, integration of awards in the conference particularly in relation to the significant awards given to people and organisations outside of IAIA such as the Global Environment Award, Institutional and Corporate Award recipients. In order to maximise the value of these awards to IAIA and to take advantage of the presence of the recipients, it is recommended that the timing of the awards process be brought considerably forward. 

Board Action required at the first Cartagena Board meeting.

No action is required by the Board at its first meeting. However, it is likely that there will be several proposals put to the second Board meeting, after the Awards Committee has had its meeting. Unless the Board has very strong views (in which case the Board should issue a direct instruction to the Awards Committee), the Awards Committee would prefer that the Board NOT consider the issue of life memberships of award recipients till after the Awards Committee has considered the issue. 

Given the discussion about timing of the awards process, and better integration of awards (and award recipients) into each conference, it would be a courtesy to ensure that the Awards Chair was invited to any meeting of the IAIA’02 (The Hague) Conference Committee that might be held during the Cartagena conference. 

It should be noted that the Awards Committee should NOT be considered to be an ad hoc annual committee, with an annual cycle as in previous years, but an on-going strategic committee with business that spans several years. It should also be noted that at some time in the future, a revision to the By-laws will be required to take note of the latest changes in the operation of the Awards Committee. However, this is not required immediately, and when other changes to the By-laws are required, this can also be effected.

Issues coming up

The agenda for the IAIA meeting is attached. That agenda indicates that the Committee will be discussing several proposals. None of these issues is, at this stage, a formal recommendation of the Committee, but is for discussion. Any recommendations that emerge from the Awards Committee meeting will be presented to the Board to the June (1,2?) meeting. 

The Committee will be discussing amongst other things:

· A possible award for NGOs;

· Life membership being awarded to the recipient of the IAIA Global Environment Award;

· Life membership being awarded to the recipient of the Rose-Hulman award;

· Conference Registration waivers for the IAIA Global Environment, Institutional and Corporate award winners;

· The nature of the awards being given to all recipients (plaques, jacketed certificates and certificates).

It is reasonable for the Board to presume that there will be a request from the Awards Committee for increased funding to cover the (increased) costs of Awards.

A major issue for discussion will be the timing sequence of the awards process. It is intended to move the sequence forward by about 6 months so that award recipients are identified much earlier, allowing their greater participation in the conference, and to maximise the publicity value for IAIA especially in relation to the external awards.

A further issue is the integration of awards with each conference. It is likely that there will be a request to make the Awards Chair a member of the Conference Committee so that maximum value of the external awards can be obtained by making the major award winners keynote speakers at the conference.

Action Plan from 2001-2002

The Action Plan (timing schedule) is an item for discussion at the Awards Committee meeting. A draft action plan is given as Attachment 5 of the Awards Committee agenda papers.
