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1. Introduction

I must unfortunately report that the TPDC has been fairly inactive during the period November 2001 until May 2002 due to my not being in a position to lead the group.

3. Strategic Action Plan 2001: Strategy #14

Summary: Little progress 

The Action Statement in Strategy #14 of the IAIA 2001/2002 Strategic Action Plan states that the existing practices for Training and (Professional) Development must be reviewed and recommendations are to be made to the Board for a Training and Development Strategy that will meet professional development needs, encourage capacity building and provide for enhanced revenue production for the organisation. 

Little progress has been made but Lee Wilson has drafted a discussion document (entitled “IAIA’s Training Programme: Thoughts on a IAIA Vision”) for the June meeting that will form the basis of the review of the training and development practices of IAIA. The T&D Strategy will need to follow on from the outcomes of the discussions on the contents of this document at The Hague. The Strategy will thus not be finalized at the Hague – as anticipated in the mid-term report - but rather initiated.

The IAIA 2002 Conference Planning Committee asked the TPDC (and other like committees) to develop a session tied to the theme of the “Impact of Impact Assessment”.  Lee Wilson was volunteered to lead this and exchanged e-mails with TPDC members and others about a format and theme.  The end result was a panel format with three short invited presentations, intended to provide time for discussion.  TPDC member Roy Kwiatkowski has agreed to co-chair the session with Lee, and former TPDC Chair Pierre Andre will be the rapporteur.  The presentations are:
