HIA in New South Wales, Australia
2005 was an eventful year for HIA in New South Wales.  We have started the third phase of the NSW HIA project in conjunction with the NSW Department of Health.  This phase aims to integrate HIA into the NSW health system as a tool to improve internal planning and decision-making, and as a way to engage external partners on initiatives, which influence health outcomes.
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Learning by Doing: Six More HIAs Underway

In addition to the six HIAs done in 2004 six further sites from across the state are currently undertaking HIAs on diverse proposals.  We are supporting them through:

· Providing five days of HIA training;

· Linking them in with a network of participant observers who have also completed the training;

· Providing a helpdesk to respond to phone and email queries, and

· Providing electronic resources.

The proposals being assessed range from major regional urban development strategies to an indigenous environmental health worker proposal through to an urban renewal project.

To my mind it continues the mistakes of the EU Action Plan, as it 

- fails to indicate the low burden of disease attributable to environment in Europe compared with behavioural factors;      

- ignores the urban environment as the primary European 'environmental'       factor (especially traffic); 

- arbitrarily ignores injury as part of the environmental burden of disease (WHO includes it); 

- focuses on children (eg for cancer) when environmental factors contribute more to adult diseases over-emphasises asthma – eg; 

- says it is 'increasing all over Europe' (surveys now show a decline in some areas); and little evidence of the contribution of air quality (which is generally improving) to incidence eg the paradox of lower recorded asthma rates in the 'more polluted' accession countries.

- misleads in discussing the potential effects of substances when the actual levels of population exposure are not proven to be doing harm - eg 'chemicals', biomonitoring etc.

Others may find choice items also. Things won't change until urban planning and transport are recognised as the main environmental causes of

ill-health, with properly funded European Agencies, and the EEA goes back to monitoring the natural environment without using human health for its rationale.
