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THE OVERBERG CRANE GROUP: WESTERN CAPE PROVINCE: SOUTH AFRICA

The Overberg Crane Group was established in 1991 to aid CapeNature (Provincial Conservation Authority of the Western Cape Province) in the conservation of the Blue Crane in the agricultural environment.  Since its inception this autonomous organisation has progressed to a point where today it plays an essential link between the landowners and the conservation authorities concerning the conservation of Blue Cranes.  Furthermore the Overberg Crane Group also supplies valuable assistance with regards to the misuse of agrochemicals.  This not only includes the treatment of poisoned birds, but also includes the reporting, aiding with investigations and information dissemination amongst the landowners and their staff.

The Overberg Crane Group is a non-profit organisation and relies on donor funding for its continued existence.
